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Vystavny projekt ,Treti hloubka objektu" mladého ¢eského vizudlneho umelca Radoslava BigoSa, je
jeho premiéra na Slovensku a zaroven je akoby volnym pokradovanim jeho nedavno prezentovanej
sélo vystavy s ndzvom ,DON'T SAY ANYTHING ABOUT US" v AlSovej jihoteské galérii v Ceskych
Budé&joviciach. Pre vystavu v bratislavskej Flatgallery boli vytvorené Uplne nové textilné asamblaze a to
nielen nastenné, ale aj ako rozmerné priestorové instalacie. Autor sa tejto narocnej ulohy vytvorenia
kubusového textilného objektu zaveseného na svetelnom systéme uprostred obyvacej izby zhostil
naozaj velkolepo, az priam monumentalne. Vzniknuty abstraktny priestor v priestore, vymedzeny zo
vSetkych Styroch stran jemnou, transparentnou textiliou s mnohopocetnymi aplikdcidm a umelcovymi
zédsahmi v podobe ruéne vy$ivaného pisma - napisov farebnymi nitami, doplneny negativmi fotografii
na farebnom papieri, intimnymi nudistickymi kresbami nahého tela na papieri, prechadza do akoby
akejsi surredlnej ezoterickej svatyne pokrytej zrozumitelnym no zakdédovanym vizualnym jazykov
v sofistikovanej podobe a vo viacvrstevnhom vyznamovom kontexte. Princip rastrovaného vrstvenia
jednotlivych rovin, ¢ uz vo vyznamovej, alebo formdlnej podobe dodava celej instaldcii priam
nadpozemsky charakter utkany akoby iba s myslienkovych pochodov a sprevadzajuci intenzivnymi
pocitmi jeho tvorcu - kreatora pocas samotnej realizacii, doslovne vzndasajlci sa s akousi orientalne -
éterickou lahkostou nad podlahu miestnosti paradoxne so zopar mimoriadne nastojéivymi az tazivymi
momentmi existencionalneho charakteru v niektorych Castiach 8 strannej inStaldcie. Samotna Ustredna
inStalacia ,FOUR HORIZONS, dominuje celému priestoru a posobi nielen na vizualne zmysly, ale nuti
recipienta dekddovat miestami strhujlce narativne pribehy ako aj rézne naznacené symboly, pricom
nas nabada hlbsie zamysliet sa nad celym autorskym konceptom a zaroven tak navnadi pozorovatela
na kontemplaciu a akési vnltorné spomalenie / stiSenie. NavysSe hravou formou povzbudzuje
navstevnika skimat rdézne naskytujlce sa pohlady, priezory ako aj Ciasto¢né zakryvania a odokryvania
jednotlivych instalacii poc¢as samotného pohybu v priestore - diele - byte - galérii.

Ostatné instalované diela intuitivhe porozmiesthované v obytnom priestore Flatgallery pozostavaju s
predchadzajucich autorskych cyklov, v ktorych sa zaoberal fenoménom koléZe, osobnym priestorom,
hladanim zmyslu bytia ¢loveka, odkryvanim svojich osobnych pocitov a nadlad formou fragmentdrneho,
nikdy nekonciaceho vizudlneho dennika. V tychto cykloch citlivo reflektoval pocit intimity prezivania
vlastnej existencie, partnerského vztahu & socidlneho modelu nasej sucasnej spolo¢nosti. Energia
obrazov je nasobena intenzivnou fauvistickou expléziou moznych aj nemoznych farieb, ktoré napriek
tomu vSetkému nevytvaraju chaos. Autor nenechal na nahodu ani dokonca klasicky informacny panel,
ktory ponal konceptuadlne a vytvoril snehobielu stenu pokrytl popelinom, na ktorom instaloval jeden zo
svojich olejovych obrazov, ako aj vlastnorucne vytvoril akrylovou farbou napis vystavy. Vystavy, ktora
ma ambicie zanechat v nas ¢o najhlbsiu stopu.

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FLATGALLERY: Radoslav Bigos$ — Third Depth of an Object, 18 May - 30 June 2019
Curator: Andrej Jaros '

The exhibition project “Third Depth of an Object” by the young Czech visual artist Radoslav Bigos is his
debut in Slovakia as well as a loose follow-up to his recently presented solo exhibition entitled "DON'T
SAY ANYTHING ABOUT US” in the Ales South Bohemian Gallery in Ceské Budé&jovice. For the Flat
Gallery exhibition in Bratislava completely new textile assemblages were created, not just wall-
mounted, but also large-scale spatial installations. The author behind this challenging task of creating a
cubus textile object suspended from a lighting system directly in the middle of a living room has truly
made a spectacular, even monumental work. The resulting abstract space in space, defined from all
four sides by a delicate transparent fabric with multiple applications and the artist’s inputs in the form
of hand-embroidered lettering — coloured thread inscriptions, with inserted photo negatives on
coloured paper, intimate nude drawings on paper, transcends as if into a surreal esoteric sanctuary
covered in a comprehensible yet encrypted visual language in a sophisticated form and in a multi-
layered semantic context. The principle of rasterised layering of individual planes, whether in terms of
meaning or form, gives the whole installation an almost unearthly feeling, as if simply woven from the
fleeting thoughts and accompanying intense sensations of its creator arising from the work’s
conception itself, literally floating with a kind of oriental — ethereal ease above the floor of the room,
paradoxically grounded with a few extraordinarily pressing, even ponderous, instances of an existential
nature in some parts of the eight-sided installation. The central installation itself, FOUR HORIZONS,
dominates the entire space and acts not merely on the visual senses, but also forces the recipient to
decode the at places stunning narrative stories as well as the miscellaneously indicated symbols, while
prompting us to think more deeply about the whole artistic concept, steering us toward contemplation
and some sort of internal slowdown or quietening. Moreover, it playfully encourages the visitor to
explore various outlooks, apertures as well as partially obscuring and uncovering individual installations
during actual movement in the space - the work — the flat — the gallery.

Other installed works intuitively distributed throughout the Flat Gallery residential space consist of
previous artist’s series focusing on the phenomenon of collage, personal space, the search for the
meaning of human existence, uncovering one’s personal feelings and moods in the form of a
fragmentary, never-ending visual diary. These cycles sensitively reflect the feeling of the intimacy of
experiencing own existence, relationship with a partner or social model of present-day society. The
energy of images is multiplied by the intense fauvistic explosion of possible and impossible colours
that, despite all this, do not create a chaos. The artist left nothing to chance, not even the classic
information panel, which he approached conceptually, creating a snow white wall covered with poplin,
where he installed one of his oil canvas, and created a handwritten exhibition name in acrylic paint.
The name of an exhibition that seeks to leave in us the deepest possible imprint.

Radoslav Bigos (*1987) is a graduate of the Studio of Illustration (2005-2006) of the Secondary Arts
School in Ostrava, the Studio of Drawing of the Faculty of Fine Art of the University of Ostrava (2006-
2007) and the Academy of Fine Arts in Prague (the Studio of Painting of Prof. Zdené&k Beran, Prof.
Martin Meiner 2007 - 2013). He exhibits independently (in Prague: 2013, 2015, 2017, in Ceské
Budéjovice 2019), as well as in group exhibitions (Prague, Zlin, Poznan, Brussels 2009, ...). In 2016 he
won the Young Czechoslovak Artists Award. He is represented in private art collections at home and
abroad. In his creative work he focuses primarily on drawing / painting and its overlaps, on objects,
installations, poetry and, most recently, also on the creation of textile assemblages. He lives and works
in Prague.
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
